Students may self nominate.

The Principal and School Chaplain will select one or two candidates from among the top
nominations who best meet the award scholarship criteria (listed on nomination form) and
notify the students of their decision.

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Candidates will come prepared with: a 500 word essay expressing their personal thoughts on
the importance of excellence, kindness, Catholic Education and the Catholic Graduate
Expectations within their lives; a copy of their 2012/2013 first term report card; two (2)
letters of recommendation — one from a teacher, and one from a member of their community
(i.e. coach, priest, employer, choir leader, etc.); and a copy of their resume.

All information will be kept confidential and all information provided by the candidates and
selection committee notes will be destroyed upon completion of the 2013 scholarship
process.

The successful candidate will be notified via telephone by 8:00 p.m., Thursday, May 16",
2013. The school of the award winner will be notified via email to the Principal, on Friday
May 17", 2013.

All other candidates will receive a letter via Canada Post recognizing their efforts and
thanking them for their participation.
